HALF-STEPS AND WHOLE-STEPS

Half-steps move from one pitch (note) to the next note. Half-steps may be notated using the same letter
name or two different names.
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Whole-steps skip one pitch (note). Whole-steps are typically notated using two different letter names, but
may be written using the same letter name.
